China's Ministry of Commerce allocated an additional CYN 200 
million (USD 31.75 million) in subsidies to assist in pest control 
e�orts as autumn crops are expected to deal with more pests 
than in previous years due to increased rainfall. This subsidy, in 
addition to CYN 400 million (USD 63.5 million) allocated previ-
ously, intends to protect corn�elds in north-eastern and north-
ern China from armyworms and southern rice-producing areas 
from rice plant hoppers and rice blast disease (Ministry of 
Agriculture, 21 August 2012).

- During the kharif season, the Government of India allocated INR 1,500 
million (USD 27.6 million) to a Special Plan that intends to increase pulse 
production to over 19 MMT in sixteen States. This plan will be implemented 
through the National Food Security Mission and the National Mission on 
Micro Irrigation Scheme (21 August 2012).
