o Ensuring an effective implementation of the indicators; and 

o Enhancing the practicality of the indicators. 

A scope of work of the Task Force on Sustainability for the production of an Implementation Guide 

on the use of the GBEP Sustainability Indicators for Bioenergy (GSIs) was developed and further 

endorsed by the GBEP Steering Committee.
