≈   STATEMENT OF WORK ACHIEVED DURING 2018   ≈ 
 

This document summarizes the activities that were carried out by the FFOA Executive Committee 
during 2018. 

1.1 Institutional and External Relations Matters. The 48th session of the FFOA General Assembly 
(GA) took place at FAO on 30 May 2018, overseen by Vice-President, Georgia Shaver.  The 
Presiding Officer elected was Michael Fitzpatrick.  More than 150 members attended in person and 
many others followed via web streaming.  The GA was addressed by key members of top 
management from three of the four Rome-based Organizations who highlighted achievements and 
challenges being faced by their respective organizations over the year. Representatives of the 
medical insurance Allianz Worldwide Care and the UN Joint Staff Pension Fund delivered 
presentations.   

 
The following additional achievements were noted:  

• Relations were maintained on an on-going basis with the four Rome-based Organizations, as 
well as with the Staff Associations;   

• The Joint Advisory Committee on Medical Coverage (JAC/MC) met only one time during the 
year.  FFOA established a good dialogue with the newly appointed Head of Social Security. 
More details are given in other sections of this report;   

• FFOA hosted the July 2018 Federation of Associations of Former International Civil Servants 
(FAFICS) Council in Rome; and, 

• FFOA members helped prepare the annual Pension Board meeting hosted by FAO in July 2018.   
 
1.2 Pension Benefits. The Pension fund continues to be in excellent shape; it is in actuarial balance, so 

money is available and invested well to cover all our pensions (including periodic inflation 
adjustments) for the rest of our lives.  For former FAO and WFP staff, now retired, the increase in 
medical premiums for 2018 and thereafter will only be implemented (probably with retroactivity) in 
early 2019.  FFOA continued to monitor key pension-related issues in Italy, Geneva and New York 
through actively liaising and interacting with FAFICS, as well as with Management Representatives 
of the Rome-based Organizations, the FAO/WFP Social Security office, representatives of Staff 
Associations, key managers of the Pension Fund in New York and Geneva, and with the members 
of the FAO/WFP Staff Pension Committee (SPC) and the IFAD SPC, including Member State 
Representatives.  The primary purpose of this activity was to represent the interests of the FFOA 
membership vis-à-vis pension entitlements and to provide timely information on important and 
developing issues regarding governance, administrative efficiency, investments’ security and 
profitability.   
 
The highlights are as follows: 
• FFOA, as part of the FAFICS’ delegation, attended the Pension Board meeting held in Rome in 

July 2018.  The FFOA representative is now the FAFICS President and thus leads our 
representatives at the PB meetings;  
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• The backlog in initial pension payments has now been eliminated; and,  
• The cost of living changes was monitored according to the relevant indices published by the UN 

statistical office and a 2.2 percent increase was put into effect for all beneficiaries living in Italy.
              

1.3 Medical Insurance. FFOA continued to bring forward medical insurance issues raised by members 
as well as problems with the medical insurer (Allianz Worldwide Care). Maintaining acceptable 
coverage for participants in the Medical Plans became a high priority in 2018 when the insurer took 
actions to limit under the assertion of cost containment.  FFOA did establish an effecting working 
relationship with the new FAO Chief of Social Security who was appointed mid-2018 but efforts to 
get FAO to re-convene meetings of the JAC/MC failed, despite support for this from WFP and 
IFAD Managements as well as the Staff Associations.   

 
In addition, the following took place: 

• Premium payment increases for FAO and WFP retirees as of January 2018 were announced but 
by the end of the year the increase had not yet been implemented;  

• FFOA initiated discussions to understand how the tender process for a new medical contract (to 
take place in 2019) might unfold:  staying actively involved in the tender process is critical for 
FFOA to ensure that future health insurance coverage for retirees is improved, or at a minimum, 
maintained; and,  

• FFOA continued to invite representatives of Allianz (AWC) to meet directly with members at 
the monthly coffee mornings.  

 
1.4 Financial Matters. Pending the migration to a package-based solution planned for mid-term, the 

accounting system was upgraded to a full-fledged double entry approach which required a 
redefinition of the accounting principles governing the accounts, the update of the Charter of 
Accounts and amendments to the GA financial reports.  The Finance Advisory Committee also 
continued to work on the following issues: 
• Monitoring and reducing the number of members in arrears; 
• Monitoring and adjusting investments, as necessary; and, 
• Introducing input control procedures to facilitate rigorous oversight of the accounts.    

 
1.5 Internal Matters. The Italian fiscal situation continued to be closely monitored in 2018. FFOA 
continues to support members to contact legal services and tax consultants.   

 
1.6 Governance. Elections of the FFOA Executive Committee for the period 2019-2021 were held 
during the month of November 2018.  Preparatory work started in February with the updating of the 
basic election documents.  The software for the management of the e-voting system was then procured 
and a reconciliation of e-mail addresses stored on the membership database was carried out.  As of the 
June deadline, 17 candidates had presented themselves for election. The Scrutiny Panel, chaired by 
Bronek Szynalski, scrutinized both electronic and paper votes and prepared the report on the same day.  
A new Executive Committee was announced thereafter.   
    
1.7 Publications. The Newsbrief continued to be issued electronically and in hard copy in both English  
and Italian. Three members volunteered to edit and prepare the Newsbrief for publication and another  
two members assisted with the Italian translation.  This support, received with thanks, ensured timely 
publication.  
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The following documents were published and uploaded on the website and mailed: 

• Newsbrief 104 (March 2018), 105 (June 2018) and 106 (September 2018) and, 
• The Provisional Report of the 48th FFOA General Assembly (September 2018). 

 
1.8 Membership. Despite a reduction in the number of Retirement Seminars held during the year the 
number of participants who joined the Pre-Retirement Service Programme (PRSP) remained stable at 
62. At the end of the year, 39 were still enrolled in the PRSP, while 12 had joined FFOA. The number 
of suspended members who re-joined as a result of the re-interpretation of Article 3 b of the statutes was 
significant.  There were also a number of members who converted their annual membership into life 
membership at a favourable conversion fee thereby increasing the total number of life members, giving 
more stability to our Association. 
 
In addition, the following can be highlighted: 

• There was a minor decrease in overall membership, however the number of members living in 
Italy saw a 1,5 % increase thereby stabilizing the membership base. The overall membership at 
the end of 2018 was 2,238 members (table on page 4 refers); 

• The number of members suspended due to non-payment of fees was 41, mostly located outside 
of Italy; and, 

• Member retention is one of the objectives which requires constant attention and action: regular 
notifications about membership renewals are sent out and facilitating the conversion of annual 
membership into life membership at a moderate fee may further reduce the number of members 
to be suspended. 

 
1.9 Social Support and Recreational Activities. In 2018, the Advisory Committee organized 43 outings 
within Italy and abroad, as well as to various concerts and theatre events.  Highlights included: 

• Boat trips to the islands of Ponza, Giglio, and Procida, as well on Bolsena Lake and trips to 
Modena, Capri, Sicily, Sorrento and Verona in Italy, as well as to Athens, Budapest, Prague, 
Oman, India, the Canary Islands, Iran, Bulgaria and Madrid; 

• Coffee Mornings were regularly held on the first Wednesday of each month, except in August 
and December, and they attracted many FFOA members from WFP, IFAD, FAO, ICCROM. 
Often the Allianz Team attended to answer questions;    

• The FFOA Emergency Fund continues to be available for financial assistance for medical 
reasons; and, 

• The Year End Party took place in December at FAO. This event was well attended by our 
members and guests.     

 
1.10 Technology Support. FFOA successfully updated the Letter of Agreement with FAO to include 
information technology hardware/software support from the Information Technology Division (CIO). 
The need for a data base technology upgrade, the future use of social media and the need to invest in 
newer equipment will take priority in 2019.   
 
In addition, the following can be highlighted: 
 

• In preparation for the elections, work was carried out to review and update member information, 
especially e-mail addresses to reduce paper correspondence.  1800 members were invited to vote 
online, and 60 percent replied.  As of date only 20% of the membership has no e-mail.
