Gasification is a thermochemical process that occurs at high temperature and with limited
oxygen, to convert hiomass into synthesis gas (syngas) and hiochar.

At an industrial scale, Syngas can be used to electrify
remote rural areas or distributed through the national grid,
whilst at household scale it can be used for cooking.
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Biochar is a C-rich by-product that can work as soil amendment to enhance soil
quality and crop yield while mitigating climate change through C capture and storage.
